Myanmar. Both of whom are collectively known as the ‘Parties’

The First Party and the Second Party are desirous to agree in which they will work
together to promote personnel development, knowledge, research, academic service,
and peace with the following common intentions and details:

1. Purpose

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the terms and understanding
between the School of Renewable Energy, Maejo University of Thailand and the
Yangon YMCA of Myanmar.

4. Roles and Responsibilities

develop themselves.
b) Jointly build peace for the people of the ASEAN region.

5. Duration

This Memorandum of Understanding comes into force upon signature by the
competent authority and remains for a period of four years from effective date. The
memorandum of understanding may be renewed by mutual agreement between the
two parties.

6. Termination of the Contract

Bither party may terminate this MOU by giving 90 days written notice to the other
party. In the event of a termination, both parties agree to work together to ensure that
any ongoing projects are concluded in an orderly manner,

7. Amendments to this MOU

May only be amended or amended by written agreement signed by authorized
representatives of both parties.
